 Astronomy in Films

You are going to watch the film Apollo 13 then write a report to identify and analyse the scientific content of the film.  Make sure that when you watch it, you take notes on the points mentioned below.

What should be handed in: a word-processed project printed on both sides of the paper (to save the trees, dude) containing the following sections:

1. It should have a title (decided by you, not the rubbish one on this page), your name and your form at the top of the first page.  

2. A page summarising the film, its theme, and how it relates to science

3. A page identifying the main characters and their jobs

4. A section describing how the film portrays scientists, whether you think it is accurate, and the characteristics you think it is important for a scientist to possess.  

5. A page for each scientific idea that the film shows.  

6. What scientific successes does the film show?  What action did scientists and others take to make them successful?

7. What scientific failures does the film show?  How do the astronauts in Apollo 13 overcome these failures?  What lessons can you learn from them, when your scientific experiments don’t work? 

8. At the end of your report, list any references cited.  Follow the guidelines below to cite sources correctly.  

a. For a book, give the title of book, author names, (year), publisher name, publisher location 

b. For an article in a book, newspaper or journal, give the title of article, author names, (year), publication name, volume, page numbers

c. For a website, give the title of article, author names, (date page written), page host name, date page accessed.
